A student who studies  
music develops their 
overall "musicianship" in 
several ways during their 
weekly lessons and daily 
practice.  The process of 
becoming a skilled 
soloist can be realized 
through a balanced 
program of technique, 
sight-reading, theory and 
repertoire.  But there is 
another aspect of a 
student's musical growth 
- that of becoming a 
member of a performing 
group - which requires 
practice, experience and 
the learning of specific 
skills.  Students can 
benefit greatly from 
being involved in a wide 
range of performing 
groups.  The result 
is well-rounded 
musician. 
  

Learning music is an 
interactive process.  A 
student who is involved 
in a performing group or 
ensemble will learn both 
from the instructor as 
well as his or her fellow 
students.  The lessons of 
cooperation and 
teamwork can be a 
wonderful musical 
experience, as well as a 
valuable life experience. 
  

Certain styles of music 
are best learned within a 
small group or 
ensemble.  For 
example, a student who 
is interested in Jazz or 
Rock needs the chance to 
practice playing with an 
instructor's guidance and 
a supportive group of 
fellow musicians.

The 
student should be able to play Level 1 or above in most piano books, have 
1 or more years of piano lessons, and a basic knowledge of Bass and 
Treble clef notes in C position.

Under the direction of MLC guitar instructor 
Andrew Arriaga, the Guitar Ensemble will 
focus on traditional pieces and allow the 
player to increase their knowledge and skill 
in group performing.  Students should have 
the ability to read all notes in the 1st position, accurately execute eighth, 
quarter, half and whole notes and rests, read in 4/4 or 3/4 meter and have 
an understanding of ties, pick-ups and repeat signs.  A six string acoustic 
or electric guitar is needed. 
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While the student may 
learn some of the skills 
needed  through private 
instruction, they must 
also have plenty of 
opportunity to use those 
skills within a group so 
that they can "speak the 
language" with others.   
Students of wind 
instruments who plays in 
a concert band can learn  
a new repertoire, as well 
as a great deal about tone 
and articulation by 
playing within a smaller 
chamber group.  Piano 
students will find that a 
keyboard band can 
offer each of these same 
benefits.  Music for all 
levels of experience is 
available for flute choirs, 
keyboard bands and brass 
or woodwind ensembles, 
as well as jazz, blues and 
rock combos.
